An educational learning tool 
for children with visual and hearing disabilities 

These cases can be discovered and experienced 
by children together with the teacher. It gives students 

the opportunity to discover natural textures, sounds 
and smells, and draw connections between the objects.

What made the task more challenging was the fact 
that the level of intelligence of children with disabilities varies. 

To this end, we involved special educators in our process. 
Their knowledge and daily contact with children helped us 

understand the abilities and limits of children 
with disabilities when learning.

We also received a lot of advice from 
the Finnish Federation of the Visually Impaired 

and teachers with special pedagogical training, 
who advised and immediately tested 

the solutions with children.

With a clear goal to teach children with visual 
and hearing impairments to truly feel what 

the nature surrounding us has to o�er, we decided 
to design a hemispherical case that contains 

a set of elements found in nature. 

The teacher will introduce the students a deer 
and can use all the elements from the case to create 

an universal understanding of the animal. In this assignment 
students can feel the pelts of an animal, see and touch 

the pawprints, look at the picture and get all the 
information through sound or sign language.

There are 28 assignments in total, 
and each Educase can be used in nature 

or in a regular classroom.
